
What is multiple myeloma?

It is an incurable blood cancer 
that typically originates in 
the bone marrow.

Accounts for 10% of all blood 
cancers and is the 2nd most 
common blood cancer globally. 

It is more common among older 
adults. The median age of multiple 
myeloma patients at presentation 
in Argentina is 63 years.5
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Survival

The 5-year overall survival rate in patients 
treated in the private sector was almost twice 
the rate of those treated in the public sector.11

A study of 1293 patients with myeloma across 
Latin America highlighted stark di�erences in 
outcomes between patients receiving care in 
the public and private sectors.

Patients with multple myeloma experience a 
high burden of co-morbidities. 72% of patients 
had co-morbidities at the time of diagnosis.8
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
